
Cut Clean and dry.

Suggestion

Cutting can be done wet or dry.  Dry cutting does not leave any sludge sticking to the 
bottom and sides  of the slot or core hole.  This application only needs  dry air treatment 
after cutting and is then normally ready for sealing.

The disadvantage is that a lot of dust must be contained during the operation.

Wet cutting is the normal method due to less  wear on the cutting head.  This  will leave a 
lot of sludge in the saw cut which has to be removed.  This  can be done with high 
pressure water (150-300 bar) and then left to dry.  The water excess can be vacuumed 
out and then the slot can be dried with warm air.

The important thing is to exanime the result ….

Concrete.
The stones  should be sharply outlined against the cement binder. And the 
concrete shall be light in colour (meaning DRY).

Asphalt 
The stones  should be sharply outlined against the asphalt binder. And the 
grey should be dark in colour.
